“And Jesus stood still, and called them, and said, “What do you want me to do for 

you?” Matt. 20:32 

 

I love this story – it shows us so much how Jesus will take time to hear us as we cry 

out to Him for help. 

 

Picture this with me – Jesus was on His way to Jerusalem – knowing that His time 

was very near to suffer and die on the cross for you and me.  You can imagine how 

much noise and clamor was going on with the great multitude following Him.  But 

notice what happened – The two blind men begin crying out, “Have mercy on us, O 

Lord”.  The religious people rebuked them and tried to stop them from receiving 

their miracle.  But they cried out even louder, “Have mercy on us O Lord”! 

 

Then I like this – The Bible says, “And Jesus stood still”.  Our Lord – even though 

the cross was on His mind and all the people around Him – took time to hear the 

cries of those in need of a miracle – He Stood Still – He had Compassion - the eyes 

of the blind men were opened – Praise God.   

 

This is a wonderful lesson for us - we live in a crazy world – noise and clamor 

everywhere – even when we pray, there are many kinds of distractions trying to 

keep us from our miracle.  Sometimes we must cry out louder than all of the other 

voices around us – cry out in faith that the Lord will hear us and “Stand Still.” Cry 

out loud enough and long enough and you will receive your miracle! 

 

It worked for these blind men – It worked for King David in Psalms 18:6.  It 

worked for King Hezekiah in II Kings 20:2-6. 

 

God is no respecter of persons and Jesus is the same yesterday - today - and 

forever.   

 

Do you need Jesus to Stand Still for you today?  I believe that He will – if you get 

serious enough and make up your mind, like the blind men did, then you are going 

to get His attention.
